Leave the M25 at J28 and follow A12 towards Chelmsford.  After 4.4 miles exit from the A12 onto the A1023 / B1002 signed 
Mountnessing / Ingatestone.  At the roundabout take 1

st
 exit (Roman Road) B1002 signed to Mountnessing.  After 0.3 of a 

mile take 1
st
 left into St Annes Road. At T junction turn left into Thoby Lane / Mountnessing Road towards Blackmore.  At 

staggered crossroads bear left and then bear right into Ingatestone Road (do not turn into Hay Green Lane) still heading 
towards Blackmore. Go through Blackmore (a garage and ponds on your left side). Stay on this road to Barrow Farm.
